On Saturday, September 11, two events will mark the
recognition of 150 years of Masonic history in Seattle. At
1pm, members of the Grand Lodge team will symbolically
re-enact the granting of our charter by reconstituting, or re-
dedicating, the lodge at the Greenwood Masonic Center.

As part of the reconstitution ceremony the Grand
Master will pour corn,
wine, and oil over a
model of a lodge
building, symbolizing
sustenance, refreshment,
and peace & joy,
respectively. The public
is encouraged to be part
of this sesquicentennial anniversary celebration.

Special invitations are extended for members and
selected guests to join us later that evening atop the

Columbia Tower. Noted
author, educator, and orator Ill.

Lodge Brothers Forward Thinkers in 19th Century
Brother Joseph Foster of St. John’s Lodge No. 9 in the

middle and late 19th Century was without doubt a forward
looking Mason and citizen. Along with WBro. John
Webster, St. John’s first Master, Foster was a principal
sponsor of the bill introduced into the Territorial
Legislature that created the Territorial University (now the
University of Washington) and placed it in Seattle.

In 1883 he introduced a bill in the Territorial
legislature for Women’s Suffrage in Washington Territory.
Governor Bro. William Newell promptly signed the bill
into law. However in 1887 the three-member Territorial
Supreme Court was not so far-sighted and said that the law
was “unconstitutionally vague.” The legislature passed a
new universal suffrage law. This time the Courts said that
the U.S. Congress had never given the territorial legislature
the right to pass a universal suffrage law and the U.S.
Supreme Court sustained their ruling.

But on November 8, 1910 the Washington State male
citizenry in a state-wide referendum voted to return the
right to vote to their female citizens. Washington was the
5th state to give Universal Suffrage and the other Western
States soon after followed suit.

David Campbell and mother of WBro. Mark, passed away
on July 25th. Brothers of St. John’s offer condolences to
VWBro. David and WBro. Mark Campbell, both Past
Masters of St. John’s Lodge No. 9.

A memorial service will be held at 11am Saturday,
August 14, at the First Methodist Church, 2nd & Denny,
Seattle.
