Part III - Constituent Lodges
CHAPTER 14- LODGE POWERS AND DUTIES

Sec. 14.03 Const.
By-Laws.
1. A Lodge has full power and authority to enact, for its
own government, By-Laws not in conflict with the
Constitution and By-Laws of the Grand Lodge or with the
principles of Masonry,

2. By-Laws can be amended after adoption only at a Stated
Communication and after written notice, either by mail or
electronic media, of the proposed amendment has been sent
to each member of the Lodge at least ten days before such
Stated Communication, [Rev. 2006]

3. The Lodge, after adopting its By-Laws or an amendment
thereto, shall transmit to the Grand Secretary four copies or
on four copies of Form 28 provided without charge by the
Grand Lodge. The Grand Secretary shall transmit the
copies to the Committee on By-Laws who, after review,
shall forward the forms to the Grand Master with a
recommendation of approval or disapproval, [Rev. 2006]

4. The Grand Master shall affix his approval or disapproval
on the several copies of the document after which the
original shall be returned to the Lodge and a copy
transmitted to the Grand Secretary,

5. By-Laws shall be immediately effective when approved
by the Grand Master, whose action shall be conclusive; and

6. Form 28 as revised June 1984 shall be adopted for By-
Laws and By-Law amendments. [Rev. 1993]

WHAT IS CHIP?
CHild Identification Program (CHIP) is a program to

help identify and recover missing children.
All children at one point in their life ha

missing; whether or not they found their way back is
difference. It is every parent’s worst fear that
goes missing or is abducted. Even though child abduction
is rare, it happens. The Grand Lodge of Washington, as do
most other Grand Lodges throughout the nation, actively
offers opportunities to prepare for the possible
identification of lost, missing or abducted children

The CHIP programs allow parents the opportunity to
create a kit of identifying materials for their child, free of
charge. The kit contains a fingerprint card, a physical
description, a video, computer disk, or DVD of the child, a
dental imprint, and a DNA
sample. The purpose of the
kit is to provide critical
information to the public and
to law enforcement in the
event that a child goes
missing. The program has
been lauded by the National
Center for Missing and Exploited Children.

What we’ve done…
The CHIP program has now provided identification

records for more than 200,000 children/families.
Individual privacy and security is assured as all records
provided to and retained by the family. No records
is shared or retained by the CHIP sponsoring

The Program Includes…
Video: A brief structured video interview that

quickly distributed to the media in order to reach a huge
audience. This short structured/standardized interview
answers key questions needed if a child is missing.

Finger Prints: Fingerprinting is a well known
of identification.

Tooth Impressions: A tooth-print/bite impression
quick and easy. Teeth, like fingerprints, are unique.
dental imprint gives both accurate and important
information for identification purposes. The tooth
impression plate also holds DNA that could also identify
the child.

DNA Swab: Washington CHIP program takes a
separate spit and a cellular DNA swab from the
the oral cavity (inside of the cheek). This helps ensure that
a quality DNA sample is obtained. This also backs
DNA and spit that is obtained on the tooth-print.

A free CHIP kit for parents contains a fingerprint
