In 2010, Teen Feed served 13,481 meals over a totd
of 345 evenings in the University District community.
They have been dedicated to meeting the needs of
homeless and at-risk youth in the University District since
1986. Through its Teen Feed program nutritious meals are
provided nightly from the basements of a consortium of
neighborhood churches. Volunteer kitchen teams prepare
the meals and trained volunteer advocates dine with the
youth. The brothers of St. John’'s have stepped in a couple
of times each year to relieve the many volunteers who
make this program a success. For some reason, we have
fallen through the cracks and haven't been asked to serve
the last couple of years. However, we have given financia
support continuously.

Recent communication with the Teen Feed folks
assures us that they will again be calling on us for back-up
support to serve our kids who find the streets less than
hospitable, to say the least.

This year, Teen Feed wants to reach out by delivering
meals to the homeless beyond the University area. They
hoped to raise $8,000 to purchase an “outreach van” to
help accomplish this. Last month St. John's contributed
$1,200 to Teen Feed to help purchase a van to deliver
meals to the homeless Seattle young people. This effort
pushed them over the top and soon a van will be hitting the
Streets.

WHERE DID FREEMASONRY START?

Because Freemasonry is many centuries old, scholars
do not agree about precisely when and where it began.
Thereis some belief that aform of
Masonry existed before recorded history.
The most commonly accepted theory is
that the origins of Freemasonry reach back
to medieval times when the great
cathedrals of Europe were built. The
stonemasons who created these awe-
inspiring Gothic structures formed craft L :
guilds to protect the secrets of their trade, to heI p one
another, and to pass on their knowledge to worthy
apprentices.

In 17th century England, these guilds began accepting
honorary members, men of learning and position. These
new members were not working stonemasons or even
associated with the building trades. As “accepted masons,”
they eventually grew into a separate organization called
Free and Accepted Masons, or Freemasonry.

Parishioners, public oppose Freemason
hall, alleging Black M ass activities

Activities of a Freemason hall near the Thumboli St.
Thomas Church had to be carried out under police
protection despite a High Court order after loca public and
parishioners objected to the hall in their locality.

Mild tension prevailed in the areain the morning, with
parishioners alleging that Satanic worship was being
conducted inside the Neroth Mathew and Joseph Masonic
Hall, situated a few metres away from the historical
Thumboli church.

The tension between the Freemasons who own the
hall and the parishioners has been on since the theft of
sacraments from the St Francis Assisi Church at
Velapaly late last year. Though the Freemasons denied
any connection with the incident, people alleged that black
mass was being conducted in Masonic halls here and the
police too, following complaints, had conducted
inspections in various areas where black mass was
suspected to have been conducted.

The tenson led to the
Freemasons obtaining order from
the high court, permitting them to
continue their activities in the
Masonic hall at Thumboly. The
members arrived along with the
police on Sunday and even as
they were engaged in their
activities in the hal, a large
crowd gathered outsde. The
police had to toil for nearly an
hour to convince the crowd that
there was a court order that had to
be adhered to, following which [
the crowd dispersed.

The parishioners, meanwhile,
said they had noticed a “spurt in
suspicious activities,” alegedly
black mass in the region and that
the Church too had cautioned them to be dert, which was
why they were opposing the Masonic hall where no one
else was alowed. Pastoral letters too were read out recently
in the church, warning the parishioners against an increase
inincidents of black massin the region.

Bikes line the Pleasantville Middle School stage as parents and
children fill the school's cafeteria for the local Masons' annual
holiday party, during which children get to see Santa and
receive gifts and bicycles.

PLEASANTVILLE - Mayleanne Lugo smiled as she
approached Santa Claus inside Pleasantville (New Jersey)
Middle School's cafeteria on Saturday morning.

The 3-year-old Egg Harbor Township resident's smile
grew when Santa gave her a small container of Play-Doh,
which she hugged against her chest until she became the
first of 72 local children to win a bicycle, her first, at the
34th annual Hiram Abiff Lodge No. 16 Christmas party.

And even though Lugo's tiny feet did not know exactly
how to maneuver the pedals on her new bicycle, her now
enormous smile showed her '
excitement. '

“I never heard about
anything like this until a friend told
me about it. But | love it, and she
obviously loves it too,” Lugo's
mother Fabiola Rodriquez, 32,
said while looking down at her
daughter, who was inspecting her
new wheels. “This is a wonderful
thing they do.”

The large-scale holiday
tradition started under the
direction of the Masonic Lodge's Past Master Clarence
Williams, who was at Saturday's event helping to hand out
gifts.

“He told us he wanted to do something positive in the
community for the children,” said past Grand Master John
Bettis, who was the president of that year's membership
class. “We had 200 or 300 kids here for the first year, when
we only had two bikes - one boy's bike and one girl's bike -
to give away. And it just grew from there.”

This year, more than 600 children - from infants to 12
year olds - flooded into the cafeteria for a chance to get
one of the 72 bicycles or hundreds of other toys that were
given away.

“Every child will leave here today with a toy,” the
lodge's Worshipful Master Mark Alexander said. “That's the
way it always is, and that's why people look forward to this
every year.”

Mayor Jesse Tweedle, Sr. praised the continued
generosity of the lodge and the community as a whole.

“This is one of the biggest events in Pleasantville each
year. And this is all about the community coming together,
letting people know that we care, that we care for the kids
and that the kids are our most-precious resource,” Tweedle
said.

Protecting National Treasures: The

Masons of California

I don't know about you, but when I think about
Freemasons or Masons, | think of mystical knights,
elaborate conspiracies, and blockbuster Hollywood
movies about secret codes concocted by America's
Founding Fathers to protect national treasures.

As it turns out, the real Masons are much more
interesting.

A few weeks ago, | had the opportunity to attend a
reception with State Superintendent of Public
Instruction Tom Torlakson. This was a small town hall
sponsored by the Masons of California. At this meeting,

I learned that the Masons are big supporters of public
education and have been for centuries. In California, the
man who basically founded our public school system
was a Mason. Who knew!

Right here in San Diego, the Masons funded the
college expenses of 21 students who otherwise would not
have had the opportunity for higher learning. One recent
recipient of this Investment in Success scholarship
program was an 18-year-old woman who attended high
school full time while working 32 hours a week to single-
handedly support her younger siblings.

On the other end of the school spectrum, the
Masons of California have partnered with national
nonprofit Raising A Reader to get books into the hands
of kindergarteners who otherwise would have nothing to
read at home. Central Elementary in City Heights is one
beneficiary of this program, which will fund take-home
books for eight kindergarten classes.

So, really, perhaps my initial views of the Masons
were not so far off-base. Here are some modern knights
in shining armor giving opportunities to kids that
otherwise wouldn't have them. Masons today conspire
with community-based partners to bring more resources
to schools. And they do it all to protect our nation's true
treasure — our children.

The best part? None of this is secret. The Masons
are just too busy doing stuff to talk about the stuff they
do.

Now, we just need a blockbuster movie about the
real Masons. Hello Hollywood?

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POWER OUTAGE DISRUPTS SANTA PEOPLE

Thousands lost power after windy weather toppled trees and
power lines Qunday morning, ruining Christmas dinners and
disrupting other holiday plans.

About 18,000 Seattle City Light customerslost power
Qunday. Power was restored to most of those homes by late Sunday
night. Thousands of Puget Sound Energy customers also lost power.

The Christmas People prepare meals and distribute
warm clothing to hundreds of homeless women every
Christmas. St. John’s has lent financial assistance each
year for the past several years. Masons and friends and
our Masonic young people also help prepare the meals.
All this is organized and led by our brother Fred
Hutchinson and his lady Ruth Bishop. Here is WBro.
Fred’s story following this year's Christmas project:

At 11:40am on Sunday the 25th we had just finished
preparing lunch and were packing the food in our vehicles. A few
minutes later the power poles went down and all the power linesto
Southgate. Weimmediately pulled al the remaining food from the
prep tables, refrigerators and freezers and packed them into three
vehicles.

Our firgt degtination was Noel House where 100 women and
staff were awaiting lunch. While some of our group was serving
lunch, we spoke with the leadership at Noel House who agreed
that we could prepare the evening meal in their 2nd and 3rd floor
kitchens. They were small asthese are usually used for the
permanent residents who cook for themselves. Therest of the
building isfor transient use. We had three ovens and cook tops
which was sufficient to turn out more than 500 dinners consisting
of baked chicken pieces, gravy, dressing, macaroni and cheddar
cheese, steamed vegetables, salad together with homemade
cookies. Noel House is a shelter on the corner of 2nd and Bell
Street downtown Segttle.

At 5 p.m. we packed up more than 400 meal s for the other
shelters and delivered them a couple of minutes EARLY since the
shelters are less than a haf mile from each other downtown.

We had a sign on the door at Southgate (Lodge) that told of
where we were. Seven volunteers got back into their carson
Christmas afternoon and found us. Together we put out excellent
food, interacted with our guests and made Christmas alittle
brighter for alot of people.

(W)e delivered and helped serve 700 mealsto Mary's Place,
Noel House and Angeline’s, (and brought ) several hundred
cookies to Operation Night Watch on Christmas Eve.

Altogether, twelve Masons and ten family members plus 12
doctors, nurses and social workers from my hospice team at Group
Health —together with Ruth and | — not only did the work of
Christmas but witnessed the miracle of graciousness and
hospitality ourselves as we moved into new space for cooking.
Thiswasthefirst year that the shelters allowed men into the
facility to serve and cook, primarily because the group has gained
rapport and trust and because many decided that Masons were
okay people.

Please convey to all members our sincere thanks for their
help and support. And thank you for your concern.  Thiswasthe
best Christmas event EVER.

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Entered apprentice: An indentured servant?

At our last stated communication, Senior Warden Bro.
David Flood presented his research on the origins of the
term “entered apprentice.” He noted that his great-great
grandfather had indentured himself to a tradesman at the
cost of 100 £s (October 1, 1880). This indenture was for
five years. Indentured apprentices were obligated to their
“master” for a specific period of time, usually from 3 — 7
years, where they learned the skills of the trade. The
master was obligated to his apprentice to teach him the
skills, and to provide food, clothing and shelter. Most of
their training is done while working for an employer who
hel ps the apprentices learn their trade, in exchange for their
continuing labor for an agreed period after they become
skilled. The term “obligation” comes from the same root
word “lig” as in ligament — those bindings which tie the
bone to bone as our obligations tie brother to brother.

An indentured servant was a person who came to
America and was placed under contract to work for another
over a period of time, usually seven years, especialy
during the 17th to 19th centuries. Generally, indentured
servants included redemptioners, victims of religious or
political persecution, persons kidnapped for the purpose,
convicts, and paupers.

Indentured servitude refers to the historical practice
of contracting to work for a fixed period of time, typically
three to seven years, in exchange for transportation, food,
clothing, lodging and other necessities during the term of
indenture. Usualy the father made the arrangements and
S|gned the paperwork They included men and women;

i most were under the age
of 21, and most became
helpers on farms or house
servants. In terms of
living conditions and
g~ discipline, they were
A 1 usually treated  like

that prowded jObS and—most |mportant—transportat|on
for poor young people from the overcrowded labor markets
of Europe who wanted to come to labor-short America but
had no money to pay for it. The great majority became
farmers and farm wives.

Apprenticeship is a system of training a new
generation of practitioners of a skill. Apprentices (or in
early modern usage “prentices’) or protégés build their
careers from apprenticeships. Most of their training is done
while working for an employer who helps the apprentices
learn their trade in exchange for their continuing labor for
an agreed period after they become skilled. Theoretica
education may aso be involved, informaly via the
workplace and/or by attending vocational schools while
still being paid by the employer.

North

The north is Masonically called “a place of

darkness.” The sun in its progress through the
ecliptic never reaches farther than 23°28' north of the
equator. A wall being erected on any part of the earth
farther north than that, will therefore, at meridian,
receive the rays of the sun only on its south side,
while the north as a symbol of darkness will be
entirely in shadow at the hour of meridian.

Northeast Corner

Masonic legend and ritual recognize the northeast
corner as the proper place for laying the corner-stone
in an edifice; symbolically this corner represents the
beginning of the laying of the corner-stone of the
spiritual superstructure which every true Mason must
build. Here, in the Northeast Corner, through
ceremonies and instruction, the initiate commences
the moral and intellectual task of erecting a spiritual
temple in his heart. The corner-stone is emblematic
of a “well-tried, true, and trusty” Masonic character
which he begins now to build -- the squareness of its
surface, emblematic of morality; its cubical form,
emblematic of firmness and stability of character; the
peculiar finish and fineness of the material,
emblematic of virtue and holiness. In consecrated
language of symbolism the newly admitted
Apprentice is instructed in a life of integrity and
stability of conduct, of truthfulness and uprightness of
character, and of purity and holiness in all human
relations.
